3. ELIGIBILITY

The regatta is open to all boats of the INTERNATIONAL FLYING DUTCHMAN CLASS.

The Event is open to all those who are fully paid up members of IFDCO. Membership Cards

must be presented at Registration.

4. ENTRIES

Entries shall be sent, by e-mail or fax,  to Circolo Vela Bellano  within 06.00 p.m. on April 23th , 2009.

Entry fee:   € 80.00 

The payment of the entry fee shall be made directly to Circolo Vela Bellano Race Office before 11:00 a.m on April 24th 2009  

5. RULES

The regatta will be governed by:

· the “rules” as defined in the ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing for 2009-2013; the Italian Sailing Federation (F.I.V.) will apply;

· IFDCO class rules and the Eurocup Rules;

· the notices to competitor edited by Organizing Committee, Race Committee and Jury, which will be posted on the official Notice Board at least one hour before the warning signal of the race of the day in which they will take effect.

6. RACING AREA

The racing area will be on the waters in the vicinity of Bellano Yacht Club.

7. COURSES

The courses will be Triangular as described in the sailing instructions.

8. SCORING

The Low Point scoring system, Appendix A 4.1 will apply

There are 6 races programmed. If 4 or more races are completed there will be one discard.

9. SUPPORT BOATS

Team Managers, Coaches and other support personnel shall keep at least 100 m clear of the

course area during racing except when asked to assist by the Race Committee.

All support and coach boats shall prominently display an identification flag (white with black letters 600mm hoist by 600mm fly) bearing the three-letter code or the Nationality Flag of the competitor’s nation that they are supporting.

10. MEASUREMENT CERTIFICATES

All yachts shall produce a valid measurement certificate to be handed to the Race Office at the delivering of the Sailing Instructions.

Daily measurement controls are foreseen, possibly including also freeboard surveys and stability  trials, on the best scored yachts of each group.

The Measurement Committee may do further controls at its discretion.

11. SAILING LICENCES

Italian competitors must comply with F.I.V. Rules (regular membership card and medical approval).

Foreign competitors must comply with all the Rules provided by their National Authority about Sailing licences.

Every boat shall be covered by third-party liability insurance which certificate shall be presented when entering the regatta, with a minimum coverage of 1.000.000,00 Euros

12. SAILING  INSTRUCTIONS

Sailing Instructions will be available for competitors at the Race Office at Circolo Vela Bellano  from  April 24th 2009  , 09:30 a.m..

13. PRIZES

Prizes will be awarded according:

· EuroFlyingCup will be presented to 1st, 2nd, 3rd places

· The Ladies Prize. First lady in overall results.

Additional prizes may be awarded at the discretion of the Organising Authority.

14. ADVERTISING

Rules provided by current ISAF Racing Rules about advertising shall apply.

The event is considered as a category “A”.

15. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.
